Jot Notes
Ask students to “jot down” notes (points, concepts, ideas) as they read text and/or listen before engaging in discussion.  Encourage single words and/or phrases to keep notes brief and to the point—just enough for them to remember what it means.
This may include:

· notes about important points in their text;
· sketches of the images they construct as they read;
· connections they have made to the text;
· questions they have about the text; and
· first reactions to the text.
